Debido a los efectos del terremoto, el Gobierno Municipal de Salinas
ha proyectado pérdidas considerables en las fuentes de ingresos
necesarias para continuar con las operaciones de los servicios publicos
basicos y esenciales, entre los que se incluyen servicios de salud,
seguridad, recogido de desperdicios domésticos entre otros.

La Administracién Federal para el Manejo de Emergencias (FEMA, por
sus siglas en inglés), a través de su Programa Préstamos Comunitario
por Desastres (Programa CDL, por sus siglas en inglés), pone a
disposicién préstamos de bajo interés para ayudar a compensar pérdidas
sustanciales de ingresos hasta que los esfuerzos de recuperacion
conduzcan a reestablecer las fuentes de ingresos.

El Municipio de Salinas interesa presentar a FEMA una solicitud para
un préstamo del Programa CDL por la cantidad de $2,664,755, que
debe ser reembolsado luego de cinco (5) afios después de la ejecucion
de la nota. Estos fondos se utilizarén como ingresos apoyando los
presupuestos anuales segin permitido por la Ley de Municipios
Auténomos, segiin enmendada (Ley 81 de 30 de agosto, 1991).

El Articulo 2.001(h) de la Ley 81-1991 establece que el Municipio
podrd contratar empréstitos en forma de anticipos de las diversas
fuentes de ingresos municipales y contraer deudas en forma de
préstamos, emisiones de bonos o pagarés bajo las disposiciones de ley,
las leyes federales, y las leyes especiales.”

La ley descrita permite a los municipios a aceptar estos ingresos de

préstamos y anticiparse a los mismos en apoyo de sus presupuestos
anuales;

El préstamo del Programa CDL tendra como minimo los siguientes
términos: (1) La tasa de interés del préstamo sera igual durante los
cinco (5) afios basados en las obligaciones del Departamento del Tesoro
de los Estados Unidos vigentes en la fecha en que FEMA ejecute el
pagaré; (2) El préstamo puede ser perdomado bajo circunstancias
particulares; y (3) Cualquier parte del préstamo no perdonado sera
reembolsada en el momento en que la recuperaciéon econémica haya
ampliado la base de ingresos en apoyo del presupuesto.

Due to the effects of earthquake, the Municipality of Salinas is
projecting substantial revenue losses necessary for the continued
operations of essential government services including, but not limited
to, maintenance of public services, security, household waste
collection; among others.

The Federal Emergency Management Administration (FEMA), through
its Community Disaster Loan Program (CDL Program), makes
available low interest loans to help offset substantial revenue losses
until such time as recovery efforts lead to restored revenues sources.

The Municipality of Salinas is interested in submitting to FEMA a
consideration request for a CDL Program loan in the amount of $
2,664,755, that must be repaid after five (5) years after the execution of
the note, and will be used as revenue in support of annual budgets as

permitied by the Municipality Autonomous Law, as amended (Law 81
of August 30, 1991},

Article 2.001(h) of Law 81-1991 establishes that the Municipality may
contract loan in the form of advances from the various sources of
municipal income and contract debts in the form of loans, bond issues

or promissory notes under the provisions of the law, the federal laws,
and special laws.”

The described law permits local governments to accept such loan
proceeds and anticipate same in support of their annual budgets.

when economic recovery has broadened the base of revenues in support
of the budget. :

To authorize the Municipality of Salinas, Puerto Rico and its Mayor,
Hon. Karilyn Bonilla Colon or her authorized representative to present

to FEMA and GAR the formal Request for a Loan of the CDL Pro gram

for the amount of $2,664,755; to receive and administer these funds, as

provided by the Community Disaster Loan Program.; provide any

additional information, as required, including all the guarantees

contained in the request; and to sign any contract and / or agreement

with the Director of FEMA in relation to said request and is also

authorized to review and obligate such funds requested pursuant to said
contract and / or agreement.

With respect to such request and receipt of funds, the Municipality of
Salinas in accordance with the requirements of the Community Disaster
Loan Program of FEMA shall comply with the following:

A. A contract with FEMA, in a manner and manner acceptable to the
Director of the Agency, for payment of the amount requested and
compliance with any other obligation required or acquired, as a
condition of receiving the loan proceeds.

B. Commit re-payment funds that the Municipality may be receiving in
the future. ' '

C. Authorize the Finance Director to create a sinking fund account that
will be used to amortize the CDL service debt.

D. Establish a payment period that does not exceed a term of five (5)
years. '

E. Provide, at the discretion of the Director of FEMA, any other type
of guarantee that it deems appropriate.

Any ordinance, resolution or any of its parts that may be in conflict
with this, are hereby repealed.

Copy of this Resolution will be sent to the Director of Finance and
Budget of the Municipality of Salinas, to the authorized officials of

FEMA Community Disaster Loans Program, authorized officials of
GAR any other relevant agency with interference in financial process.

This resolution will be enforced once approved.”
